What’s on in your area: 

Aylesham events and groups: 
• Aylesham Summer Fair, Market Square – 

Saturday, July 22 (Provisional date at the 
moment) 

• Aylesham Carnival – waiting on date to be 
confirmed, but likely to be September. 

• Community Catch-Ups – held the last Friday of 
the month at Bechange in Ackholt Road. They 
run from 10am-12pm and the next dates are June 
30, July 28 and August 25. 

• Kent Miners Festival – Sunday, August 6, at Betteshanger Park. Celebrating mining 
history etc so linked to Aylesham. 

• Aylesham and Rural Pantry – launches on Tuesday, May 22, at the Old School building 
in Ackholt Road. This will be a community pantry run by Bechange and the Aylesham 
& District Community Workshop Trust, open on Tuesdays 9.30am-12pm and Thursdays 
12.30pm-3pm. It is a membership scheme where shoppers pay £4.50 a week and get 
goods worth up to £20. The plan is for workshops and groups to run at the same time 
to offer advice and support to people.  

• Memory café - held every fourth Tuesday of the month at the Bechange community 
hub from 1.30-3.30pm. 

• Monthly tea dance – held the third Monday of the month at Bechange from 1.30-
3.30pm.
